An alternative alignment was identified for the southern section of Peacocks Rd during the development 
of the design by BMD for the Buangor Bypass.

An assessment of trees along Peacocks Rd was conducted by Ecological & Heritage Partners and 
concluded that:

The proposed Peacocks Road realignment compared would result in the overall retention of 1.283 
hectares of remnant vegetation and 40 Large Old Trees and would result in an overall reduction in Net 
Gain targets for Buangor Bypass section of the Western Highway project of 0.53 habitat hectares of 
remnant vegetation and 160 Large Old Trees to be protected.

DELWP, Council and some local residents that have been made aware of the realignment of Peacocks Rd 
are supportive of VicRoads and BMD's effort to reduce the number of tress removed.
